First Lesson:  Genesis 18:20-32
     20 Then the LORD said, "The outcry against Sodom and Gomorrah is so great and their sin so grievous  21 that I will go down and see if what they have done is as bad as the outcry that has reached me. If not, I will know."  22 The men turned away and went toward Sodom, but Abraham remained standing before the LORD.  23 Then Abraham approached him and said: "Will you sweep away the righteous with the wicked?  24 What if there are fifty righteous people in the city? Will you really sweep it away and not spare the place for the sake of the fifty righteous people in it?  25 Far be it from you to do such a thing--to kill the righteous with the wicked, treating the righteous and the wicked alike. To Help in Your Worship Today


What is liturgy?  Liturgy comes from a Greek word that means service.  It has to do with our service of the Lord.  One way we serve the Lord is by following his command to come to church as we proclaim what he has done and praise him for it during worship.  Over time, the term shifted to represent the worship itself, and thus it was called a worship service.  Therefore, the word liturgy now has come to mean a set order and structure of worship, or a worship service.  We are blessed to worship with a liturgy that has been used by Christians for nearly 2,000 years!
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
